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INSTALLATION

1. You should have the payware Captain Sim “Legandary 707” installed on your system before you attempt to install this repaint. It is available at www.captainsim.com
2. Unzip the cs707tarom_oldcs.zip archive into a temp folder.

3. You now have two choices. Either you follow Captain Sim instructions and go by the TCE, or you make a “manual” installation.

4. Considering that you chose NOT to use the included TCE. Make a copy of the Flight Simulator 9\aircraft\Legendary_707\texture.luf folder. It should be named Copy of texture.luf automatically by Windows.

5. Rename the Flight Simulator 9\aircraft\Legendary_707\Copy of texture.luf folder to Flight Simulator 9\aircraft\Legendary_707\texture.tarom_oldcs
6. Copy all the .bmp files in the temp folder into Flight Simulator 9\aircraft\Legendary_707\texture.tarom_oldcs folder and overwrite.

7. Add the following text to the aircraft.cfg file in the Flight Simulator 9\aircraft\Legendary_707 folder:

7. Note that the xx in every [fltsim.xx] line is the sequence number which you will have to find yourself. To do that, look at all the previous sequence numbers. Enter the lowest available number.

8. Save the edited file (you may want to make a back-up of the .cfg file before you save it if you have little experience with FS add-ons).
