The herc is utilised for transportation between Denmark and Greenland, between different military installations, and for support of the military personnel in Greenland as well as for personnel in other parts of the world where Danish troops are engaged in operations, for example in Afghanistan and Iraq. Humanitarian tasks is also of importance for the Danish Hercs, which today are new  C-130J-30,  replacing the older H-models.
